Article 1 (Organization of Terms)
@® "HOTEL ART SHOW IN ULSAN" means "HOTEL ART SHOW IN ULSAN 2026".
@ "The term "organiser" means the "HAS Steering Committee".

® “The term "applicant" means a company, association, organization, individual, etc. that has applied for an
exhibitionspace by submitting an application for participation.

@ "The term "participant" means a company, association, organization, individual, etc. that has been approved
by the organizer to participate in "HOTEL ART SHOW IN ULSAN 2026" among "applicants."
® “The term "exhibitor" means the "participant" in Article 1 (4).

Article 2 (Application and approval for participation)

@ In order for an "applicant” to apply for an exhibition space, he/she shall meet all of the following requirements.
1. To submit an application for participation in accordance with the requirements within the specified time limit
2. Payment of the down payment specified in the application for participation

@ ""Hotel Art Show Ulsan 2026" is an event hosted by the "organizer" at Lotte Hotel and room allocation will be

assigned on a first-come, first-served basis by receiving applications for participation.

® "The organizer" may revoke the approval of participation if false information is found in the documents

submitted by the "participant” or if there is a serious violation of the regulations.

Article 3 (Contract is established)

@ When the "applicant” submits an application for participation, these terms and conditions shall be established
as a contract with legal effect between the "organizer" and the "applicant”. The "applicant" shall be deemed to
have greed to all the conditions of these terms and conditions by submitting an application for participation, and
shall fulfill his/her obligations, such as payment of application fees, regardless of whether or not he/she approves

the participation.

@ These Terms and Conditions stipulate the terms and conditions of both parties involved in participation, and
no other terms or conditions set forth separately from these Terms and Conditions shall apply.

Article 4 (Payment of booth fees and cancellation of participation)

@ The "Exhibitor" shall pay booth fees in accordance with the conditions specified in the application for

participation, and the booth fees shall vary depending on the nature and size of the booth selected by the

"Exhibitor".

@ Booth fees include the provision of exhibition venues, various promotional costs, cleaning, basic electricity, and
cooling service costs.

® Booth fees shall be paid in full within the payment deadline separately designated by the "organizer".

@ If the "applicant” fails to pay the down payment within the specified time limit, the "organizer" may cancel the
approval to participate.

® If the participation in the booth is canceled due to personal circumstances of the exhibitor after the application

is completed, a refund is not possible.
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Article 5 (Disqualification and Refund of Participation)

@ The "organizer" may revoke the approval to participate or disqualify the "organizer" if the application
documents or other materials submitted by the "exhibitor" contain false information, or if he/she has seriously
violated these terms and conditions or the separate guidelines of the "organizer". In addition, the "organizer" may
take measures, such as deducting points or restricting participation, for the relevant "exhibitor" when examining
participation in the next event.

@ In this case, the "exhibitionor" may be given an opportunity to clarify or correct it with prior notice, and if
appropriate measures are not implemented within the specified time limit, the qualification for participation will
finally be revoked.

® "If the participation qualification of the exhibitor is revoked, the participation application fee and booth fee
already paid will not be refunded.

Article 6 (Allocation of booths)
@ The booth size is based on the room area (m’).
@ Booth allocation is assigned on a first-come, first-served basis, and the "organizer" shall allocate the booth

area and location of the "participant”. The decision is made in consideration of the overall exhibition concept of
"HOTEL ART SHOW IN ULSAN."

® After the "Organizer" has confirmed the booth location of the "Participant”, the "Participant" may not move or
change other than the designated booth location.

Article 7 (Installation and Demolition of Booth)

@ The "participant” shall conduct the design and installation of the booth by prioritizing the safety of visitors, and
shall use only permitted walls.

@ The "organizer" may execute withdrawal if the "participant” installs works and furniture in a space outside the
designated booth area, and projects outside the booth shall be discussed with the "organizer" in advance.

® The "participant” shall proceed with the installation within the time designated by the "organizer" and shall
comply therewith.

@ The withdrawal of the work of the exhibitor shall not be carried out within the exhibition viewing time, and if it
necessary to replace the work, it shall be in accordance with the schedule designated by the organizer.

® The "Participant" shall obtain prior approval for all appliances except those provided by the "Organizer", and
the "Organizer" may execute withdrawal for any appliances not provided.

® The "organizer" provides standard booth packages for "exhibitors" to participate in the exhibition, and the
conditions and quantity of booth packages vary depending on the type of booth participating.

@ "Participants" who need lighting, electric fans, humidifiers, etc. should be prepared individually.

The "Participant” shall remove all attachments (captions of works, sheet cutting, etc.) and installations (pieces,
screws, etc.) installed on the wall at the time of withdrawal, and the expenses incurred by the unremoved
attachments and installations shall be borne by the "Participant".

® In the event of damage to the wall due to the installation of a work, etc., the "participant” must report in
advance to the "organizer" and pay the cost of restoration of the wall after the event is over. In addition, in the
event of damage or loss of equipment due to careless room facilities, the "hotel" may directly claim it.
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The "Organizer" does not provide the "Exhibitor" with attachments and sheet cutting, such as artist/gallery
names, works captions, etc., except for room name plates.

@ The "exhibitionor" shall withdraw the booth at the time of the end of the exhibition or at the request of the
request of the "organizer" and shall faithfully follow the withdrawal guidelines. Damages or expenses incurred by

not withdrawing shall be compensated in full by the "exhibitionor".

Article 8 (Communication)

@ In order to hold events smoothly, the "participant” shall faithfully communicate with the "organizer".

@ The "organizer" shall guide the necessary documents and information by the e-mail entered by the "participant"
when applying online, and the "participant” shall reply to the relevant documents and information by e-mail.

® The "organizer" shall not be responsible for any disadvantages caused by the unannouncement of the
"participant”.

@ The "organizer" may request the "participant” to provide materials necessary for the operation of the event,
and the "participant” shall be obliged to cooperate faithfully therewith.

Article 9 (Duties of Exhibitors)

@ The "Exhibitor" shall not exhibit, sell, or operate the following items in the allocated exhibition space or other
exhibition hall, and the "Exhibitor" shall be responsible for the restriction (export) of the "organizer" due to
immature land.

1. Works (products) or services not specified in the application for participation

2. Prohibited works (products) or services in the exhibitor's manual

3. a work or product whose authenticity has not been verified in advance
@ The "Exhibitor" shall prohibit promotional activities or distribution of promotional materials outside the
allocated exhibition space.
® Exhibitor" shall not engage in any action that may cause danger to the exhibition hall, visitors, other exhibitors,
employees or related personnel, and shall immediately notify the "organizer" or the security team if there is a
security concern.

@ The "exhibitor" shall obtain prior consultation and approval with the "organizer" for the following matters, and
shall not be installed or exhibited without approval.

1. Works that do not conform to the characteristics of "HOTEL ART SHOW IN ULSAN"

2. appliances not provided by the "organiser", e.g. tables, chairs, shelves, lighting, nfodesks, work stands,

partitions, etc.

3. If the above items are violated (e.g., works captions, text-cutting sheets, live-action printouts, banners, posters,
promotional POPs, etc.) that have not been approved by the "organizer," he "Exhibitor" shall immediately withdraw the
relevant items in accordance with the instructions of the "organizer," and the "organizer" shall have the authority
to execute the withdrawal. In addition, the "Exhibitor" shall obtain prior approval for the use of furniture and
designs not provided by the "organizer".

® The "exhibitionor" shall proceed with the installation within the time designated by the "organizer”, and in the
case of inevitable use outside the time, the user fee shall be borne outside the relevant time.
® The "Exhibitor" shall not move the work out of the exhibition hall without a certificate of export provided by

the "Organizer" during the event.
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@ The "exhibitionor" shall compensate the "organizer" in full if any damage or fine occurs in violation of this
Regulation and the guidelines in the exhibitor manual, and the fine shall be deemed compensatory for damages
to the extent permitted by law.

The "Exhibitor" shall remove all attachments (e.g., works captions, text-cutting sheets, actual print sheets, tapes,
etc.) and installations (e.g., pieces, screws, taka shims, clothing pins, press fittings, etc.) installed on the wall upon
withdrawal, and the "Exhibitor" shall bear the costs of damage and compensation due to the unremoved
attachments and installations.

® In the event of damage to the wall due to the installation of a work, etc., the "exhibitionor" shall immediately
report it to the "organizer" and pay for the restoration of the wall after the event is over.

The "organizer" shall not provide a separate warehouse for the storage of goods in the exhibition hall, and the
"exhibitionor" shall install an appropriate warehouse space in the booth for the storage of goods and works.

Article 10 (Rights of Organizers)

@ The "organizer" may, where deemed necessary for the benefit of the exhibition, venue, other exhibitors or
visitors, remove any person or object from the exhibition hall or restrict the activities of the "exhibitor,” and no
refund or compensation for participation fees shall be provided accordingly.

@ The "organizer" may request the withdrawal of the relevant exhibits or items if the contents displayed in the
exhibition space of the exhibitor are against slander, obscenity, illegality, or social norms, and infringe on the rights
of third parties or negatively affect the exhibition.

® The "organizer" may operate the exhibition hall expenses to protect the rights and interests of "exhibitors" and
visitors, but the "exhibitor" shall be responsible for the final management of the exhibits or exhibition-related
equipment, and the "exhibitor" shall voluntarily purchase insurance, etc. for the exhibits.

@ If the "Exhibitor" installs a work or furniture in a space outside the designated booth area, the "Organizer"
may order the withdrawal of the installation or execute the withdrawal directly. In addition, if the "Exhibitor"
intends to proceed with a project outside the designated booth, he/she shall consult with the "Organizer" in
advance and obtain approval, and proceeding without approval is not permitted.

Article 11 (Reason affecting exhibition)

@ The following grounds correspond to grounds for cancellation.
1. Where the "organizer" is unable to operate the exhibition or fulfill his/her obligations due to force majeure
reasons
2. Where it is deemed reasonable not to hold an exhibition for health or safety reasons (e.g., social chaos,
public health issues, adverse weather conditions, terrorist threats, etc.)
3. When the government or public institution recommends or requires the cancellation, postponement,
termination, or rescheduling of the exhibition

4. Restrictions on international travel (post-entry quarantine, border blockade, etc.) exist or are likely to occur
from the date or 120 days before the exhibition is held
5. If the venue is closed by the operator or owner, or by order of a public agency
6. Where the holding of an exhibition violates relevant laws and regulations
7. Where the "organizer" determines that there is a reasonable possibility that the reasons referred to in
subparagraphs 1 through 6 above may occur

@ In the event of a reason for cancellation
1. The "Organizer" does not fall under any breach of these Terms and Conditions and shall not be liable to the

through (6) shall apply.
® The "exhibitionor" acknowledges that appropriate insurance coverage is recommended in preparation for
losses caused by reasons for cancellation of the exhibition.
@ Where the "Organizer" cancels the exhibition 8 days before the exhibition is held
1. The "organizer" shall immediately notify the "Exhibitor" of the cancellation of the exhibition.
2. "Exhibitor" shall automatically have the same rights and obligations in the Alternative Exhibition in accordance
with this Agreement.
3. The "organizer" may adjust the location of the alternative exhibition or the duration of the exhibition, except
that the alternative exhibition shall be held within the Republic of Korea for at least four days.
4. Details of the alternative exhibition will be provided to the "Exhibitor" at least 60 days prior to the
commencement date.
5. Alternative exhibitions shall be considered as exhibitions under this Agreement, and the "Exhibitor" shall have
the same rights and obligations without additional application.
6. In principle, the participation fee is the same as the existing exhibition and is subject to the payment
conditions specified in the agreement and application.
7. If an alternative exhibition is held during the postponement period, the existing participation fee is
considered as the participation fee for the exhibition, and is stored and applied.

4. This Agreement shall terminate on the applicable date of cancellation.

5. The above refund is the only remedy for the "exhibitor", and the "organizer" shall not bear any other
responsibilities (such as travel expenses, accommodation expenses, damages, etc.).

6. If the "exhibitionor" wishes to participate in the next exhibition, he/she shall apply in accordance with the
general application procedure.

Article 12 (Security and Insurance)

@ The "organizer" shall provide 24-hour security services to the exhibition hall and exhibition area: Provided,
That the "organizer" shall not be responsible for the loss or damage of works.

@ The "organizer" shall not be liable for damages and damages caused by power outages, air conditioners or

heating equipment failures, etc.
® The "participant” shall purchase insurance against all risks, such as fire, theft, robbery, damage to works, and

accidents that may occur in the booth, and the "participant” shall be responsible for any damage incurred to the
exhibits.

@ During the event, the work cannot be moved out of the exhibition hall without a certificate of export.

® The "participant" shall comply with fire safety and security regulations when using electricity, and shall not use
its own electricity facilities not provided by the "organizer".

® Electricity and heating and cooling services in the exhibition hall are provided by the "organizer", but they are
not liable for damages and damages caused by power outages, etc.

@ "Exhibitor" shall not use its own power connection facilities and must comply with fire safety and security
regulations.

The "exhibitionor" must record the amount of electricity required when applying for the collection if there is a
work that uses more electricity than necessary.

Article 13 (Intellectual Property Rights)

@ The "Exhibitor" shall allow the "organizer" to use photographs and videos of his/her exhibition space and
booths for advertising, documenting, and media purposes.

@ For the image or part of the work provided by the exhibitor, the "organizer" shall be granted a license to
reproduce, exhibit, and use free of charge in catalogs, websites, announcements, posters, signboards, etc.

The "organizer" shall indemnify and preserve the "organizer" and its affiliates for legal liability (license fees,
infringement litigation, etc.) arising in this process.

® Non-commercial and personal photography by visitors is permitted, and "exhibitors" who intend to restrict
photography shall clearly notify them in the booth. The "organizer" may formulate guidelines related to
photography and exercise control authority, if necessary.
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@ All intellectual property rights held by the parties or third parties prior to the conclusion of these terms and
conditions belong to the right holder.

Article 14 (compliance with laws and regulations)

@ The "exhibitionor" shall comply with all statutes, regulations and practical guidelines applicable to the
exhibition and participation in the exhibition, especially additional conditions imposed by fire, health and safety
regulations, exhibitor manuals, exhibition hall operators and government agencies.

@ All materials used for the building, decorating, and finishing of the booth shall be flame-retardant and shall
meet specific standards required by the exhibitor's manual. The "Exhibitor" shall follow all instructions provided by
the "Organizer" or the relevant authorities to prevent fire and danger.

® "Exhibitor" and his/her agent shall not bring explosives, explosives, explosives, or other dangerous substances
into the exhibition hall.
